What is the difference between SATA and IDE? - ER Computer Repair Service

The first thing you'll notice is the interface. SATA drives have a single cable with a small
connector, while an IDE drive will have a flat ribbon cable. SATA drives have a faster data

transfer rate. Your motherboard must be able to support a SATA drive. Otherwise, you'll need to
buy an IDE drive.
